International agreements: the definition and classification, the structure 
of international agreement, the conclusion of an international agreement, 
its interpretation, alterations to an international agreement, the influence 
of military conflicts on international agreements, introduction 
to legislation concerning treaties of states and international organisations.

The regulation of international disputes: the definition and kinds 
of disputes, negotiations, research, reconciliation, good service and mediation, The United Nations, arbitration, international jurisdiction.
The institutions in the political system – introduction. The political system of the EU. EU institutions – definitions. The principles regulating 
the functioning of EU institutions. The typology of EU institutions. 
The functions of EU institutions. The principle of institutional balance.

Commitology: the legal bases of commitology; commitology in the works of The European Committee). The Council of Europe (the systematic 
and legal status, the origins and development, the internal structure, 
the competence, the activities, The Council of Europe in the light 
of The Constitutional Treaty, the position of Poland in The Council 
of Europe.The procedures of the creation of primary and secondary legislation. The models of legitimisation of European legislation. General principles of community legislation. A revision of secondary legal acts 
– characterisation. The evolution of primary legislation. The Constitutional Treaty.

EU institutions: The Council of The European Union, The European Committee, The European Parliament, EU Commissioner for Civil Rights Protection, The European Court of Justice and The Court of First Resort, The European Financial Tribunal, The Economic and Social Committee, The Regional Committee, The European Central Bank and The European System of Central Banks, The European Investment Bank.

Methods of assessment:
Credit and exam-specific requirements:

· the exam or end-of-term test may be conducted both in a written and oral form, which should be adjusted to the nature of the subject;

· the written exam paper must be presented to the student on request (the examiner is obliged to keep it for one year following the exam);

in order to obtain a passing grade, the student is obliged to:

· at least sufficiently familiarise themselves with and comprehend all the material contained 
in the primary sources or in other forms available as a result of their participation in active classes;

· at least sufficiently master all the skills specified in the course syllabus, exercised in class;

· show at least sufficient ability of observing and analysing the surrounding phenomena, especially the ones they are likely to encounter in their practical activities in the future, as graduates;

· meet all the relevant requirements for obtaining a passing grade in the course, prior to taking 
the exam.

The total number of points evaluating the degree of required knowledge or developed skills is to be specified and presented to the students by the tutor. A varied number of points may be awarded 
for particular questions depending on the degree of their difficulty and complexity. The students receive a grade for their gain of sufficient knowledge (development of sufficient skills), where:

50-60% points-3,0, 60-70% points-3,5, 70-80% points-4,0, 80-90% points- 4,5, over 90% points –5,0.
