Methods of assessment:

Credit and exam-specific requirements:

· the exam conducted in oral form;

· projects of self-presentation and case study
The total number of points evaluating the degree of required knowledge or developed skills is to be specified and presented to the students by the tutor. The students receive a grade for their gain of sufficient knowledge (development of sufficient skills), where:
